Areas to address

� participation rate (72% at least one audit) 

� agreement on good practice

� raising standards
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Agreement on best practice

� depression screening - who and how

� communication with GPs and patients



Raising standards

� timely assessments (back pain absence 

median 4 weeks)

� red (44%) and yellow (35%) flags

� barriers to recovery/return to work (51%) 

� depression screening (58%)

� suicide risk (31%)

� alcohol (33%) and drug history (9%)
